	Transmission of Covid-19  between guests, guns, hosts and staff during the pre and post shoot briefs. 


	Anyone attending a briefing may face a risk of Covid-19 transmission between individuals. 

A person with an existing medical condition or an impaired immune system may at increased risk.


	If possible briefings will be held outside. 

If a briefing is to be held undercover then the area will be thoroughly cleaned before the shoot day. 

Hand sanitiser will be available for guns and guests and they will be asked to use it upon arrival to the inside briefing. 

Wherever possible, doors and windows will be opened (subject to weather conditions and safety requirements) to increase ventilation during the briefing.

The briefings will be held in an area that allows guns, guests, hosts and staff to maintain 2m social distancing. 

When inside, all guns and guests will be asked to wear a face covering. 

Briefings held inside will be limited to groups of six people, including the person providing the brief. NB: this is to allow the ‘rule of six’ to be maintained when inside. More than one briefing may need to take place at the same time.  
Immediately after the briefing ends, guns, guests, hosts and staff will leave for the first drive or to return home at the end of the day. The briefing will not be used as a social event or for hospitality purposes unless participants are in discrete groups of six or less and do no interact between groups when inside. 

	Information on the Covid-19 controls that have been put in place will be provided to guns and guests before the shoot day. 

The information will include reminders to socially distance, wash or clean hands on a regular basis and to wear face coverings where required. 
	Before the shoot day. 

	Transmission of Covid-19  between guests, guns, hosts and staff when travelling to, and between, drives. 


	Anyone travelling in closed transport may face a risk of Covid-19 transmission between individuals. 

A person with an existing medical condition or an impaired immune system may be at increased risk.


	Guns, guests and staff will be asked to walk to, and between drives (delete if not applicable, or state the drives that can be accessed by foot). 
Guns, guests and staff will be asked to travel to each drive using their own transport (again, delete if not applicable)
If it is not possible to walk to the drives or use standard road vehicles to access them, then guns, guests and staff are to travel in enclosed vehicles provided by the shoot. In such circumstances the occupancy will be limited to maximise the distance between passengers. If a single gun bus is used then more than one journey may be required. 
Passengers and drivers in shared vehicles must wear face coverings for the duration of the journey. If possible the windows will be left open to ensure good levels of ventilation. 

Before entering the vehicle, all passengers and the driver will apply hand sanitiser.
After each shoot day, vehicle interiors will be thoroughly cleaned.

When walking between drives or to pegs, guns and guests will be asked to maintain 2m distance from each other. 

	Information on the Covid-19 controls that have been put in place will be provided to guns and guests before the shoot day. 

The information will include reminders for guns and guests to either use their own vehicles or to wear face coverings if in a shared vehicle. 
	Before the shoot day. 

	Transmission of Covid-19  between guests, guns, hosts and staff when outside and in, or behind, the gun line.

	Anyone in or behind the gun line may face a risk of Covid-19 transmission between individuals. 

This includes guns, guests, loaders, pickers up, shoot managers and hosts. 

A person with an existing medical condition or an impaired immune system may at increased risk.

	The distance between pegs will be greater than 2m. 

Loaders are required to stand within 2m of each gun, however the time spent within 2m is very short and the loader and gun do not face each other. 

Pickers up will be more than 2m behind the pegs and more than 2m from each other.

	Guests need to be provided with a summary of the Covid-19 arrangements prior to arrival. 

Staff and hosts need to remind guests of the need to follow the arrangements during the day. 

If a gun is to use a loader and has an existing medical condition or identifies themselves as being particularly susceptible to Covid-19, then consider the use of a face covering or visor for the loader. The same applies if a loader is susceptible to Covid-19. 
	Prior to the shoot day. 

During, the  shoot day

	Transmission of Covid-19  between guests, guns, hosts and staff during elevenses or lunch. 

NB; serving and eating food is not part of a licensed sporting activity. As such the ‘rule of six’ will apply to guns and guests.  
Transmission of Covid-19  between guests, guns, hosts and staff during elevenses or lunch (continued). 


	Anyone who congregates to eat and drink may face a risk of Covid-19 transmission between individuals. 

A person with an existing medical condition or an impaired immune system may be at increased risk.
As above. 
	Wherever possible, guests will be asked to provide their own lunch and eat it outside (delete if not applicable).
Elevenses and/or lunch will be provided at [state name of a local pub or restaurant] (delete if not applicable). 

When elevenses are provided they will be served outside, wherever possible (delete if not applicable).

When not taking part in shooting activities, guests will be asked to divide into discrete groups of no more than six people (including any hosts or staff who join in). 
Guests will be asked not to socialise between these groups to maintain the ‘rule of six’.

Rooms used for the serving and/or consumption of food will be arranged to allow discrete groups of up to six to form and to maintain social distancing between the group members.  

Hand sanitiser will be available at the entrance to the room and guests will be asked to use it upon entering. 

Guns and guests will be asked to take off and hang up wet clothes one at a time to prevent congregation at coat hooks (the reverse process will take place when departing for the post meal drive).

Food will be served at a table. If a buffet is used then the food will be served by staff behind the buffet to eliminate the need for guests to touch the same serving utensils.

Guns and guests will be asked to wear face coverings when inside, unless they are sat at a table to eat or drink. 

All serving staff will wear face coverings and gloves. 
Subject to weather conditions, windows will be opened to maintain good levels of ventilation. 
The room used for eating will be thoroughly cleaned before the shoot day. 


	Guests need to be provided with a summary of the Covid-19 arrangements prior to arrival. 

Staff and hosts need to remind guests of the need to follow the arrangements during the day. 

Ensure that hand sanitiser and face coverings are available 
	Prior to the shoot day.

	Transmission of Covid-19 between beaters. 

	Anyone:

· attending the beaters’ pre-shoot briefing, 
· travelling to and between drives, 
· eating lunch or

· attending the post-shoot briefing 
may face a risk of Covid-19 transmission between individuals. 

A person with an existing medical condition or an impaired immune system may be at increased risk.
	The beaters’ briefings will take place outside whenever weather permits. During inclement weather it will take place in an internal area that is large enough for social distancing to be maintained [state area]. 

The area will be well ventilated during and after use. 

Hand sanitiser will be available at the entrance. 

Beaters will be asked to wear face masks during the pre and post shoot briefings when they are held inside 

Travel to the start of the beating line will be on foot, by beaters’ own cars or by transport provided by the shoot (delete as applicable). 

When using shared enclosed transport, beaters must wear face coverings. 
Hand sanitiser must be used before using shared vehicles. 

Windows in shared vehicles should be opened to maximise ventilation.
Passengers and drivers should be arranged to maximise the distance between each individual. 
Vehicles will be cleaned before each shoot.

Lunch will be taken outside whenever possible. At all times social distancing will be maintained when eating. 

Distances between beaters in the beating line will be greater than 2m.
	Beaters will be reminded of the Covid-19 arrangements as part of the pre-shoot brief. 

Ensure that hand sanitiser and face coverings are available

Consider the use of fixed teams of beaters to reduce the potential for widespread transmission. 

If a beater bus or vehicles owned by the shoot are to be used for transport, arrange the seating to ensure that beaters can maintain as much social distancing as possible. You may need to plan extra journeys if this reduces the capacity of the vehicle.   
	During, the  shoot day
Prior to the shoot day. 

	Informing guns, guests and staff of potential exposure to someone who has tested positive. 


	Anyone who attends a shoot or takes part in the beating line may be at risk if a guest or member of staff subsequently tests positive for covid-19 after the shoot day. 


	Before the day, the host will ask guns and guests to provide track and trace information. Anyone who has not provided the information will be asked to do so at the briefing.

Track and trace information will be held for all staff, including beaters. 

If a person tests positive after a shoot day then the track and trace service should inform all close contacts of the person. They will then issue instructions on the actions that need to be taken. The information held by the shoot may be used by the track and trace service for this purpose. 
 
	If a member of staff or beater tests positive and it is found that colleagues fall within the definition of a close contact then working arrangements will be reviewed to eliminate, wherever possible, the circumstances that led to the close contact working. 
Consider downloading the track and trace QR code.
